REGULAR SESSION, COMMON COUNCIL, OCTOBER 13, 2008

Be it Remembered that the Common Council of the City of Plymouth, Indiana, met in regular session on October 13, 2008, immediately following the scheduled meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety.  The meeting was held in the Council Chambers of the City Building, 124 N. Michigan Street, Plymouth, Indiana.  The meeting was called to order at 6:39 p.m.
Mayor Senter led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Councilman Delp offered prayer.
Senter presided for Council Members Delp, Ripley, Gardner and Neidig. City Attorney Chipman, City Engineer Gaul and Clerk-Treasurer Hutchings were also present.   Councilman Smith was absent.
Councilmen Ripley and Delp moved and seconded to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting on September 22, 2008, since they have been read and found to be correct.  The motion carried. 
City Attorney Chipman updated the council on the Integrated Municipal Solid Waste and Recycling Management Contract.  He noted that this has been advertised and three interested parties have responded.  He said that there will be a pre-bid meeting on October 17th in the council chambers.  The bids will be opened at the council meeting October 27th.  

Chipman reported on the status of the sewage works revenue bonds.  He noted that Mr. Julien of Umbaugh is being cautious because of the volatility of the market.  They are anticipating that the bonds will be sold next week.
Chipman presented Ordinance #2008-1973, An Ordinance Amending Ordinance No. 1411 and 1422: An Ordinance Regulating the Construction, Alteration, Repair, Location and Use of Buildings and Structures in the City of Plymouth, Indiana; Providing for the Issuance of Permits Incorporating by Reference Building Rules, Codes and Standards Required by State Law; also known as: The Building Code of the City of Plymouth, Indiana and Its Two-Mile Jurisdictional Area, on second reading.

Councilmen Ripley and Neidig moved and seconded to table the matter for further review.  The motion carried.  The vote to table the matter passed by roll call vote.

Chipman noted that Ordinance No. 2008-1964, An Ordinance Authorizing the Final Plat of VanVactor Farms, Inc., PUD Phase VII and Ordinance No. 2008-1965, An Ordinance Authorizing the Final Plat of VanVactor Farms, Inc., PUD Phase VIII are still pending.  He anticipates the finalization of these soon.
Mike Miley was present on behalf of IPEP, the city’s workers’ compensation insurance carrier, and Gibson Insurance Group, the city’s insurance broker.  He presented a 2007 Safety Award based on the city’s good workers’ compensation experience.  He said he believes it is a tribute to the City of Plymouth that they are getting the award because they are being benchmarked against roughly 720 other municipalities in the state of Indiana.  He thanked the mayor and the department heads for their commitment to the safety program and the safety of the employees.
City Attorney Chipman presented Ordinance No. 2008-1974, An Ordinance to Amend the Rates for the Plymouth Community Ambulance Service, on first reading.
Chipman presented Ordinance No. 2008-1975, An Ordinance Requiring Installation of Smoke Detectors in All Dwelling Units within the City of Plymouth, on first reading.

Councilman Delp asked Chief Metsker for a copy of the form that will be used.

Chipman presented Resolution #2008-354, A Resolution Providing for the Transfer of Appropriations in the General Fund of the City of Plymouth, Indiana, for the Fire Department as Requested by the Fire Chief and Forwarded to the Common Council for their Action and Passage Pursuant to IC 6-1.1-18-6.

Councilmen Delp and Gardner moved and seconded to adopt Resolution #2008-354.  The motion carried.

Chipman presented Resolution #2008-355, A Resolution Providing for the Transfer of Appropriations in the Park and Recreation Department Fund of the City of Plymouth, Indiana Pursuant to IC 6-1.1-18-6.

Councilmen Gardner and Delp moved and seconded to adopt Resolution #2008-355.  The motion carried.

Senter offered the privilege of the floor to the audience.  No one accepted.
Councilmen Delp and Neidig moved and seconded to accept the following communications: Minutes of the Water Works Board of Trustees of September 22, 2008; Minutes of the Sanitary Board of Trustees of September 22; the Minutes of the Board of Public Works & Safety of September 22 and 29, 2008, Minutes of the Plymouth Redevelopment Commission of August 26, 2008, Minutes of the Plymouth Board of Aviation Commissioners of August 12, 2008, Minutes of the Board of Zoning Appeals of September 2, 2008 and the Clerk-Treasurer’s Financial Statements for August 2008.  The motion carried.

There being no further business to discuss, Councilmen Ripley and Neidig moved and seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried and the meeting was declared adjourned at 6:54 p.m.  
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
