Please find below a list of projects proposed for 2009.

PW-08-021
North Oak Road Street Patch

Mill and Pave North Oak Road between the proposed end of the LPA-Oak Road Improvements project and last year’s North Oak Road Patch Project.  No concrete placement on this project.

PW-08-043
Hillcrest and Oak Intersection Reconstruction

Reconstruct Hillcrest from the intersection to ≈ 350’ to the west.  Project will include asphalt removal and placement, asphalt mill and pave concrete curb & gutter, inlet and drainage culvert.

PW-05-013
Lincolnway East Repaving

Mill and Pave Lincolnway East from the Jefferson Street Intersection to the Corporate Limits.  The project will be split into three ≈ 1200’ sections.  The project will include asphalt mill and repaving, sidewalk repairs, new sidewalk, curb ramps.
We are asking for the Board’s approval for these projects.

Board Members Gardner and Smith moved and seconded to approve the projects as presented.  The motion carried.

James and Terryan Wille, 413 Jackson Heights Road, addressed the board regarding drainage problems at their home.  Mr. Wille said, “We hired a company from Culver by the name of Sellers Services to come in and correct the problems with the road being put in on the angle it was.  Those guys have run drains along the driveway and into the middle of the yard out to the easements to keep the yard drained.  It was from the roads being put in incorrectly.  I’ve had $4,000 of out-of-pocket because of them not listening to us about the angles on the road.”
Mayor Senter asked, “Who is ‘them’?”

Wille replied, “The engineers who put the road in.  We addressed it to them, even give them a telephone number of a person who developed it, where the drains were for that facility and they’ve come down…I should say your people have come down and watched it after it has rained and the water just pours down the driveway and into the yard now.  I’ve been there twenty-five years and up until this time I’ve never had that kind of problem.  So I’ve corrected it.  After it rained today I’ve got it where my driveway is clean before I even came up here.  So I’ve corrected that problem and also the drainage in the yard.”
Senter asked, “And you are asking for what, Mr. Wille?”

Wille replied, “Some compensation for my expenses.  I don’t expect all of it.  I mean it’s, I haven’t even looked into replacing the part of the driveway that has collapsed because of the washout of it.”

City Attorney Chipman said, “You would have to file a formal complaint.  And the city and its insurance company would respond to that.  But not like this.  It would be a written claim for damages.”

Wille was told that he would need to file a formal claim through the clerk-treasurer’s office.

Wille said, “This isn’t the first time that we’ve come up on this.  I went to the other mayor that was in office at that time.”
City Engineer said, “We’ve been out there and essentially what we found out is that the road was crowned and is crowned now.  There’s essentially not that much difference between the way it is now and the way it was before.”
Wille said, “It is two and a half inches above where my driveway is.  When that road was put it in, it was put in below my driveway.”
Mrs. Wille said, “And now it’s above it and since you put that ridge in, it washes to the other side of the road……other side of the driveway.”

Mr. Wille said, “That’s what we tried to correct, where that wasn’t a factor.  There was a ditch right on the south side of the road that was supposed to take all of the runoff of the roads down to the pond.  And that wasn’t followed.”

Mayor Senter told Mr. Wille that it would be in his best interest to go into the city office to fill out a claim.
Clerk-Treasurer Hutchings presented the following request:

Board Members Smith and Gardner moved and seconded to approve the request.  The motion carried.
Board Members Smith and Gardner moved and seconded to allow the salaried payroll for May 16-31, 2009 and the claims for June 8, 2009, as entered in Claim Register #2009.  Motion carried.
Board Members Gardner and Smith moved and seconded to accept the communication from the police chief for the notice of discipline.  The motion carried.

There being no further business to discuss, Board Members Smith and Gardner moved and seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  The meeting was declared adjourned at 6:27 p.m.
