REGULAR SESSION, COMMON COUNCIL, MAY 26, 2009

Be it Remembered that the Common Council of the City of Plymouth, Indiana, met in regular session on May 26, 2009.  The meeting was held in the Council Chambers of the City Building, 124 N. Michigan Street, Plymouth, Indiana.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m.
Mayor Senter led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Councilman Delp offered prayer.

Senter presided for Council Members Delp, Gardner, Smith and Neidig. City Attorney Chipman, City Engineer Gaul and Clerk-Treasurer Hutchings were also present. Councilman Ripley was absent.
Councilmen Gardner and Delp moved and seconded to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting on May 11, 2009, since they have been read and found to be in order.  The motion carried.
City Attorney Chipman opened discussion for the tentative award of trash contract pending contract negotiations and ordinance adoption.  He reviewed the quotes with the council.  Chipman said that the administration recommends tentatively awarding the bid to Allied Waste pending contract negotiations and ordinance adoption.  
Councilmen Smith and Delp moved and seconded to tentatively award the bid to Allied Waste pending contract negotiations and ordinance adoption.  

Councilman Gardner asked Superintendent Marquardt how this will affect his employees.
Marquardt replied that one employee will go on vacation July 2nd and retire August 1st, which will leave two employees remaining.  He explained that as of now, those employees would be laid off.  Marquardt said that those two employees are aware of that and that they were made well aware of that when there were job openings within the city at other departments.  
The motion to tentatively award the bid to Allied Waste pending contract negotiations and ordinance adoption passed by voice vote.

Mayor Senter announced that Thursday there would be an annual board meeting at the hospital to discuss Post-Mortem Care, including what to do if there is a pandemic or natural disaster.

Clerk-Treasurer Hutchings reported that the additional appropriations that the city approved have also been approved by the state. 

Mayor Senter announced that Saturday, May 30th is Public Safety Day for the police and fire departments and beginning at 10:00 past and present members of public safety would be honored.
City Attorney Chipman presented the Agreement for Transportation Services, a continuation agreement between the City of Plymouth and the Marshall County Council on Aging.
Councilmen Gardner and Smith moved and seconded to approve the agreement.  The motion carried.
Chipman presented the Marshall County/City of Plymouth Intergovernmental Agreement for the Reconstruction of Pioneer Drive.  He said that there are some language changes the administration would like to see that he is going to present to the county as well as asking to set up the appropriate board to oversee an intergovernmental agreement to ensure that both parties fulfill the agreement.  Chipman referred to the Rightley Ditch intergovernmental agreement which currently needs the oversight of a board as set forth in that agreement.

Hutchings noted that the recorded agreement for the Rightley Ditch is on file in her office should the councilmen wish to review it.

City Attorney Chipman presented Ordinance No. 2009-1985, An Ordinance Authorizing the Use of Golf Carts on the Streets and Alleys of the City of Plymouth, and imposing the Requirement of a Slow Moving Vehicle Sign, a Driver’s License and Liability Insurance Coverage, and Establishing the Penalty of Violation Thereof, on first reading.

Chipman presented Resolution #2009-372, A Resolution of the Common Council of the City of Plymouth to Approve the Plymouth Community Improvement Commission Recommendation on the Application of St. Michael’s Catholic School for a Rehabilitation Interest Subsidy Grant.  He noted that the project cost estimates for renovation along the Michigan Street side of the school property totals $53,932.98.  The commission voted unanimously to recommend to the council the maximum rebate of the 20% of the amount actually spent on the project, not to exceed $10,786.60.

Chipman introduced Randy Danielson and Father Kummer of St. Michael’s parish to the council.

Councilmen Smith and Gardner moved and seconded to adopt Resolution #2009-372, A Resolution of the Common Council of the City of Plymouth to Approve the Plymouth Community Improvement Commission Recommendation on the Application of St. Michael’s Catholic School for a Rehabilitation Interest Subsidy Grant.  The motion carried.
Chipman then presented Resolution No. 2009-373, A Resolution of the Common Council of the City of Plymouth Approving the Correction Action Plan in Response to State Board of Accounts Finding 2008-1: Subrecipient Monitoring, Federal Agency:  U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development, Federal Program:  Community Development Block Grants, CFDA Number:  14.228, Federal Award Number:  CF-06-244, Pass-through Entity:  Indiana Office of Community & Rural Affairs.

Chipman explained that the city, as a pass-through entity, received a Community Development Block Grant on January 4, 2007 in the amount $390,012.  He noted that the subrecipient was Solomon Group and the project purpose was for infrastructure in support of affordable housing.  The objective of the grant was to serve, by June 30, 2008, sixty-two beneficiaries with at least thirty-two (51%) qualified as low to moderate income households.  Chipman said that as of May, 2009 the number of beneficiaries served was eleven persons with a total of eight who are low to moderate income qualified.  
Councilmen Smith and Gardner moved and seconded to adopt Resolution No. 2009-373, A Resolution of the Common Council of the City of Plymouth Approving the Correction Action Plan in Response to State Board of Accounts Finding 2008-1: Subrecipient Monitoring, Federal Agency:  U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development, Federal Program:  Community Development Block Grants, CFDA Number:  14.228, Federal Award Number:  CF-06-244, Pass-through Entity:  Indiana Office of Community & Rural Affairs.  
Ryan Stutzman, representing the Solomon Group, addressed the council.

Clerk-Treasurer Hutchings explained to the council the seriousness of having a comment like this in a federal audit.  She said that because of this comment, the city is currently not eligible for Community Focus Fund Grants.  She explained that two downtown renovations were completed with CFF grants and the hospital on Washington Street was the result of a CFF grant.  Hutchings said that the comment in this audit will keep the city from being able to get CFF grant funds for an unspecified amount of time.

The motion to pass Resolution No. 2009-373, A Resolution of the Common Council of the City of Plymouth Approving the Correction Action Plan in Response to State Board of Accounts Finding 2008-1: Subrecipient Monitoring, passed by voice vote.
Clerk-Treasurer Hutchings asked for approval to transfer $5,568.28 from the UDAG Fund to the Transportation Fund to cover the Agreement for Transportation services that was approved this evening.
Hutchings also asked approval to transfer $7,905.60 from the UDAG Fund to the Community Improvement Fund to have funds available to cover the rebate as approved by Resolution No. 2009-372.

Councilmen Delp and Gardner moved and seconded to authorize the transfers as requested.  The motion carried.
Mayor Senter offered the privilege of the floor to the audience.

Audience Member John Oliver addressed the council regarding the gravity of the necessity of Resolution No. 2009-373 and the need for the Solomon Group to rectify this situation.
Councilmen Delp and Smith moved and seconded to accept the following communications: Minutes of the Water Works Board of Trustees of May 11, 2009; Minutes of the Sanitary Board of Trustees of May 11, 2009; Minutes of the Board of Public Works & Safety of May 11, 2009; Minutes of the Board of Aviation Commissioners of April 14 and May 12, 2009; Minutes of the Park and Recreation Board of April 6, 2009; Minutes of the Technical Review Committee of May 5, 2009; Minutes of the Plymouth Redevelopment Commission of April 21 and May 19, 2009; and Minutes of the Community Improvement Commission of May 205, 2009. The motion carried.
There being no further business to discuss, Councilmen Neidig and Gardner moved and seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried and the meeting was declared adjourned at 7:46 p.m.
